16thdayof Decembef014 as a Municipal Historic Resource; and

WHEREAS the Owners of Blake/BurgmarResidence of the Municipality of
Crowsnest Pass have agreet to waive compensation for the designation of Blake/BurgmarResidence

of the Municipality of Crowsnest Pass as a Municipal Historic Resource, now and in the future.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the council of the Municipality of Crownest Pass, in the Province of Alberta, having

complied with the Historical Resources Act, and duly assembled, hereby enacts as follows:

1. HERITAGE RESOURCE DESIGNATED AS A MUNICIPAL HISTORIC RESOURCE

The Heritage Resource, commonly known as Blake/BurgmarResidence
of the Municiplaity of Crowsnest Pass, is hereby designated as a Municipal Heritage Resource, specifically described in

Schedule “A”, which is located on the lands legally described as follows:

Lots 24-27,Block 11, Plan2347BS

Excepting thereout:

Excepting thereout all mines and minerals subject to the condition that the same shall be used for historic resource purposes
only.
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2. PERMITTED REPAIRS AND ALTERATIONS

Subject to Section 3 hereof, the Heritage Resource hereby designated in Section 1 as a Municipal Historic Resource shall not be
removed, destroyed, disturbed, altered, rehabilitated, repaired or otherwise permanently affected, other than in accordance

with the terms of Schedule “B” attached.

3. ADMINISTRATOR

The Development Authority of the Municipality of Crowsnest Past is hereby appointed to administer the implementation of

any matters arising from the matters set out in Schedule “B”.

Theresourcenhassignificancefor its associatiomwith theresidentiadevelopmenof Blairmore.Blairmorewas
first knownasTenthSidingon therail line whenbuildingsconsistedf only a few railway structuresin 1902,the
original planfor Blairmorewasfor it to bethe“City of Blairmore,” andcomprisedanareaof 22 blocks.
Blairmore’sbeginningsaresimilar to otherpioneercommunitiesn thatthe communityjust providedthe basic
servicesandfacilities for the minersto work, andfor their familiesto live. As morepeopleandfamiliessettledin
the Passschoolsandchurchesverebuilt, entrepreneurepenedetail businessed)otelswerebuilt, a postoffice
openedandbanksbeganservingthe needsof the population.The Blakeresidencavasbuilt in 1940,by West
CanadiarCollieriesfor its mine superintendentt wasoneof manyresidenceshe minebuilt for employees,
whichincludedsinglefamily homesgduplexesandanapartmenbuilding.

Theresourcas alsosignificantfor its associatiorwith WCC. The companyrelocatedheir headquarterso
Blairmorein 1907,afterclosingits minesin Lille andBellevue.Eventually, WCC took overtwo mineproperties
adjacento Blairmore.Thenorthernmine becamehe company’svery prosperoussreenhillMine andthe mineto
the southwasclosed Work atthe Greenhillmine startedin 1911, with thefirst deliveriescomingin 1914.With
therailway demandingnorecoal, WestCanadiarCollieriesopenedwo strip minesin the GrassyMountainarea.
By 1947, morethan500-minersvereemployed producing3,000-tonof coalperday.However,peakproduction
hadpassednd,in 1958,the GreenhillMine wasclosed.

Theresourcas significantfor its associatiorwith Harry Blake. The Welshmararrivedin Canadan 1905,and
foundwork atthe WestCanadiarCollieriesminein Bellevue.He workedhis way up to the positionof Mine
Superintenderfor the GreenhillMine, atwhich time the housewasbuilt for him in 1940.The housewas
convenientlylocatedon theroadto the mine,just up the slopenorth of Blairmore. The WCC headquartera/as
locatedone-blockeast,andone-blocksouth,of thehouse The Blake’softenentertainedisiting minecompany
officials andcustomerstthe house Blakeworkedfor WCC for 42 years.

Theresourceas alsosignificantfor its associationwith RobertandJearBurgman.In 1946,thehousewas
purchasedby dentistRobertBurgman After servingduringWW]II in the Royal CanadiarDentalCorps,hebought
thedentalpracticeof H.B. Hoar,locatedon the upperfloor of the F.M. ThompsorStore.He retiredin 1987.His
wife, Jean(neeCruikshank)wasa musicteachemanda memberof the CrowsnesPassSymphonyOrchestrdor 45
years.

Significantalsoexistsin the bungalow’sCraftsmen-influencedesignandconstructionwith interior elements
thatarereminiscenbf the Art Decoinfluence.Theone-and-a-half-storelyuilding is coveredwith pebble-dash
stucco.Theenclosedrerandahis approachedby a wide stairflankedby a closedrailing, andhastwo half-arched
window sashe®n eachsideof the centreentry,eachcontainingthreetwo-over-onewvindow unitswith anarched
key coursedetailabove.Thefenestratioropeningon eachsideof theverandattontainsonearchedwindow sash
dividedinto four two-over-onewvindow unitswith a broadarchedkey courseabove.Thereis a gableroof dormer
overtheentry,with threefour-over-fourwindowsandwood storms.Thereareprojectingeavesandthe projecting
vergeshaveexposedurloins,anddecorativefascia.On the eastsideis anexteriorfireplacechimney.The
windowsarewoodtrim, double-hungwith storms.On theinterior, thereis mouldedwoodtrim on all windows
anddoors.Thetrip atthetop cornersis roundedn a smoothcurve.Thefireplacehasa wide mouldedwood
mantel,andthefloor in front of thefireplace,hasa faux-stonestampedoncretdloor. On eithersideof the
fireplacearebuilt-in wood shelvespnderfixed four-over-fourwindows.The houses heatedwith floor mounted
radiatorswhich oncewereconnectedo the boiler houseup the hill atthe GreenhillMine. Thefloors are
narrow-slathardwood.Thewalls aresmoothcementon wire mesh,andmostceilingsareflat stucco.Thereare
crownmouldings,andwoodbaseboardm all rooms.Thereis a pair of three-panepocketdoorsbetweerthetwo
front rooms.Many of the ceiling andwall sconcdight fixturesarebakelite.The diningroomandliving roomare
connectedy a pair of five-panedoors.Thereis wainscotingon the verandathwalls.

GENERAL GUIDELINES FOR CONSERVATION

1.

APPROVAL OF DEVELOPMENT OR ALTERATIONS

As per Section 26(6) of the Alberta Historical Resources Act, notwithstanding any other Act, no
person shall destroy, disturb, alter, restore or repair a Historic Resource or remove any historic
object from a Historic Resource that has been designated under this Section, without the written

approval from Council or person appointed by Council of that purpose.

Council has appointed the Oldman River Regional Services Commission (ORRSC) as the
approving Authority for this purpose. Any development or alterations affecting the
Blake/BurgmarResidence of the
Municipality of Crowsnest Pass shall respect and conserve the heritage value and character
defining elements identified in the Statement of Significance, in accordance with these General
Guidelines for Conservation and as recommended in the Standards and Guidelines for the

Conservation of Historic Places.

COMPATIBLE USES

Wherever possible, the use of the Municipal Historic Resource shall be compatible with the
existing building such that only minimal changes are required to the building. The use of the

Municipal Historic Resource for its original purpose is desirable.

ORIGINAL CHARACTER

The original distinctive qualities and character of the building as designated by the Municipal
Historic Resource Bylaw should be preserved. The removal or alteration of any historical materials

or features shall be avoided whenever possible.

THE HISTORIC PERIOD

The Municipal Historic Resource should be recognized as a product of its own time. Alterations
which are not based on historical fact or which recreate an earlier or later idiom shall be

discouraged.

WITNESS TO CHANGE

Changes to the Municipal Historic Resource may have occurred over time. These alterations

are evidence of the history and development of the building. Because this evolution may have
acquired significance in its own right, alterations to the original building should be recognized and
respected where indicated.

REPAIR AND REPLACEMENT

Deteriorated architectural features shall be repaired rather than replaced wherever possible.
Where replacement is necessary, the new material should match the original as to composition,
colour, texture, design, etc. The repair or replacement of architectural features shall be based on a
sound knowledge of the original characteristics of the features. Such knowledge shall be based on
historical or pictorial evidence and not upon conjecture.

STYLE AND CRAFTSMANSHIP

Distinctive stylistic features and examples of skilled craftsmanship that have been designated by
the Municipal Historic Resource Bylaw shall be preserved and treated sensitively.

CLEANING

In all cases, surface cleaning shall be undertaken with the gentlest means available. Sandblasting
in particular, but also other cleaning methods, damage historic integrity and should not be
undertaken without thorough testing prior to use on a building. Sandblasting is not recommended
on brick, stone or wood. In all instances, it should be ascertained that a building exterior is really
in need of cleaning prior to undertaking the work.

REVERSIBILITY OF IMPROVEMENTS

When the introduction of new elements or materials is necessary to stabilize or preserve a
municipally designed Historic Resource, alterations shall be undertaken such that the new
materials, should they fail, may be removed at a later date without damage to the original fabric of
the Municipal Historic Resource. Where this is not possible (i.e. use of epoxy), only those methods
and materials that have been thoroughly tested and found satisfactory in situ shall be used.

RECORDING

Prior to undertaking any alterations, particularly in cases where alterations may threaten the
building fabric (underpinning and moving structures), the Applicant shall compile a complete
record of the architectural features of the Municipal Historic Resource. Measured drawings and
photographs of details may prove invaluable if major features are damaged or lost during the
subsequent repair work.

ORIGINAL CONSTRUCTION DETAILS

In some historic structures, poor construction details or inappropriate materials resulted in rapid
deterioration of certain building elements. In these instances, accurate restoration of the original
detail will inevitably result in the failure of the element. Therefore, restoration of the resource
should be undertaken in such a fashion as to duplicate the original appearance as closely as
possible while using details based on sound construction practice.
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12. ENFORCEMENT

The Owner and the Municipality shall enter into an Agreement to ensure that the designated
structure will be maintained in such a manner as to prevent any deterioration.

13. IMPROVEMENTS

Prior to undertaking any improvements, a schedule of alterations should be prepared. This
schedule should include phasing of alterations where necessary due to program or budget
restrictions. The type and timing of both short and long term maintenance work shall also be
included.

14. CODES

At no times should the life and safety of occupants of a Municipal Historic Resource be deemed of
lesser importance than the preservation of the original fabric of the Municipal Historic Resource.
The required life and safety standards are those required by the current Alberta Building Code.
However, notwithstanding these Code requirements, where the essential character of the
structure is threatened by changes for code reasons, every effort shall be made to achieve an
equivalent safety standard by alternate means so as to minimize the impact on the historic fabric.

15. SIGNS

As a general rule, signs should be limited to signs that were originally present on the building. In
instances where new use or interpretive functions dictate the use of additional signs, these new
elements should be integrated into the general design of the project. The size, typeface, graphics
and materials should be chosen to suit the period of the Municipal Historic Resource, wherever
possible. All signs must confirm to the Municipality of Crowsnest Pass Land Use Bylaw.

16. CLAIMS

All covenants, undertakings obligations, and conditions set out in this Bylaw shall constitute
covenants running with the Lands and the Municipality may register a Caveat at the Land Titles
Office against the Lands to protect its interest under this Bylaw. The Municipality of Crowsnest
Pass may grant a postponement of the caveat as to any of the land in development. The
Municipality of Crowsnest Pass will discharge the caveat promptly upon the acceptance of the
various matters required to be performed by the Developer under this Bylaw.

The Developer shall indemnify and save harmless the Municipality of the Crowsnest Pass from any
and all losses, costs, damages, actions, cause of actions, suits, claims and demands resulting from
anything done or omitted to be done by the Developer in pursuance or purported pursuance of
this Bylaw.

	Description of Historic Place: The Blake/Burgman Residence is a Craftsmen-influenced 1940, one-and-a-half storey bungalow with a medium-gable roof that carries a gabled dormer above a substantial enclosed verandah across the front of the house. The building features arched verandah windows, corner quoins, and key courses over the verandah windows. The house is located on a grassed corner lot, in the block south of the main downtown commercial street.

	Bylaw # 3: Blake/Burgman Residence 
	Heritage Value 1: The municipal heritage value of the Blake Residence lies in its association with the urban residential development of Blairmore; with its association with West Canadian Collieries; for its association with Henry Blake; for its association with Robert and Jean Burgman; and in its architectural design and construction.
The resource has significance for its association with the residential development of Blairmore. Blairmore was first known as Tenth Siding on the rail line when buildings consisted of only a few railway structures. In 1902, the original plan for Blairmore was for it to be the “City of Blairmore,” and comprised an area of 22 blocks. Blairmore’s beginnings are similar to other pioneer communities in that the community just provided the basic services and facilities for the miners to work, and for their families to live. As more people and families settled in the Pass, schools and churches were built, entrepreneurs opened retail businesses, hotels were built, a post office opened, and banks began serving the needs of the population. The Blake residence was built in 1940, by West Canadian Collieries for its mine superintendent. It was one of many residences the mine built for employees, which included single family homes, duplexes, and an apartment building. 
The resource is also significant for its association with WCC. The company relocated their headquarters to Blairmore in 1907, after closing its mines in Lille and Bellevue. Eventually, WCC took over two mine properties adjacent to Blairmore. The northern mine became the company’s very prosperous Greenhill Mine and the mine to the south was closed. Work at the Greenhill mine started in 1911, with the first deliveries coming in 1914. With the railway demanding more coal, West Canadian Collieries opened two strip mines in the Grassy Mountain area. By 1947, more than 500-miners were employed, producing 3,000-tons of coal per day. However, peak production had passed and, in 1958, the Greenhill Mine was closed.
The resource is significant for its association with Harry Blake. The Welshman arrived in Canada in 1905, and found work at the West Canadian Collieries mine in Bellevue. He worked his way up to the position of Mine Superintendent for the Greenhill Mine, at which time the house was built for him in 1940. The house was conveniently located on the road to the mine, just up the slope north of Blairmore. The WCC headquarters was located one-block east, and one-block south, of the house. The Blake’s often entertained visiting mine company officials and customers at the house. Blake worked for WCC for 42 years. 
The resource is also significant for its association with Robert and Jean Burgman. In 1946, the house was purchased by dentist Robert Burgman. After serving during WWII in the Royal Canadian Dental Corps, he bought the dental practice of H.B. Hoar, located on the upper floor of the F.M. Thompson Store. He retired in 1987. His wife, Jean (nee Cruikshank) was a music teacher and a member of the Crowsnest Pass Symphony Orchestra for 45 years.
Significant also exists in the bungalow’s Craftsmen-influenced design and construction, with interior elements that are reminiscent of the Art Deco influence. The one-and-a-half-storey building is covered with pebble-dash stucco. The enclosed verandah is approached by a wide stair flanked by a closed railing, and has two half-arched window sashes on each side of the centre entry, each containing three two-over-one window units with an arched key course detail above. The fenestration opening on each side of the verandah contains one arched window sash divided into four two-over-one window units with a broad arched key course above. There is a gable roof dormer over the entry, with three four-over-four windows and wood storms. There are projecting eaves, and the projecting verges have exposed purloins, and decorative fascia. On the east side is an exterior fireplace chimney. The windows are wood trim, double-hung, with storms. On the interior, there is moulded wood trim on all windows and doors. The trip at the top corners is rounded in a smooth curve. The fireplace has a wide moulded wood mantel, and the floor in front of the fireplace, has a faux-stone stamped concrete floor. On either side of the fireplace are built-in wood shelves, under fixed four-over-four windows. The house is heated with floor mounted radiators, which once were connected to the boiler house up the hill at the Greenhill Mine. The floors are narrow-slat hardwood. The walls are smooth cement on wire mesh, and most ceilings are flat stucco. There are crown mouldings, and wood baseboards in all rooms. There is a pair of three-panel pocket doors between the two front rooms. Many of the ceiling and wall sconce light fixtures are bakelite. The dining room and living room are connected by a pair of five-pane doors. There is wainscoting on the verandah walls.
	Character Defining Elements - Interior: • Art deco-influenced moulded wood window and door trim, with curved upper corners;

• Wood  window sills;

• Radiators;

• Brick fireplace, with a moulded wood mantel, and a faux stone floor in front of the fireplace;

• Built-in wood shelves on either side of the fire place, under the four-over-four fixed windows;

• Cement on wire mesh walls;

• Narrow-slat, hardwood floors;

• Crown moulding and baseboards;

• Flat-finished stucco ceilings; 

• Two three-panel pocket doors between the front rooms;

• Bakelite ceiling light fixtures, and wall sconces;

• Three-panel closet doors;

• Eight-light, three-panel back porch door;

• Two-leaf, five-glass pane doors between the living room and dining room; and

• Wainscoting in the front veranda.

	Character Defining Elements - Exterior: • Mass, scale, and form of the one-and-a half storey building;

• Enclosed verandah, with two half-arch window sashes containing two-over-one windows and an arched key course above, the two-over-one windows on either side of the entry, and the arching window sash divided into four two-over-one window units with a broad arched key course above on both sides of the verandah;

• Front stair with a flanking closed rail;

• Gable roof dormer above the entry with three four-over-four windows and wood storms;

• Projecting eaves;

• Projecting verges, with exposed purloins, and decorative fascia with a bird’s beak termination;

• Pebble-dash stucco finish;

• Exterior fireplace chimney on east side;

• Quoins on main building corners, and dormer corners;

• All window and door fenestrations;

• Double-hung windows and storms;

• All wood trim on doors and windows;

• Flagpole;

• Location in block south of downtown; and 

• Setback from avenue and sidestreet.
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
